Policy.  Health and Safety

Scope. All members of Pinner Bowling Club and their visitors.
Purpose. To ensure the premises are safe for use by its members and visitors as required by The Health & Safety at Work etc. Act 1974, The Management & Safety at Work Regulations 1999 and The Workplace Health & Safety and Welfare Regulations1992 as far as  is reasonably practicable.
Date. 1 January 2018. Re-issued as V10 Feb 2023

1. General.
i) The premises comprise; pavilion, bowling green and toilets, which are used during the outdoor bowling season. A specialist contractor appointed by the committee maintains the bowling green. The club; Officers and volunteers manage the upkeep of the facilities on behalf of the council under the terms and conditions of a lease made by the council.
ii) Members and their visitors must be aware that bowling is a sport with the risk of tripping, slipping and falling if undue care and attention is not taken. Simple precautions listed below will help reduce the risk of accidents. Members shall make their visitors aware of matters listed in paragraph 3. below.
iii) There are no specific hazards within the premises, which would not be encountered in the domestic environment apart from the Fox Fence, which is continuously ON.  On arrival the fox fence must be de-activated at the entrance and then re-activated when the premises are vacated following instructions issued by others. Please note; the fox fence control panel in the kitchen must not be turned off. 
iv) This policy is issued to all members who are responsible for their own safety and the safety of their visitors whilst on the premises. Members and the Committee have equal responsibility for their wellbeing.
v) Any matters considered to be a hazard by members should be brought to the attention of the Committee. See Club-Fixture / Events list as issued for contact information. 
vi) In the event of an emergency call 999.
vii) Record accidents in the accident book and notify the accident book keeper. See Club-Fixture / Events list as issued for contact information. 
viii) The General Committee cannot give an undertaking that it keeps the general membership up to date with legislative changes in Health and Safety Regulations. 

2. In the pavilion.
i) Use appliances as they would be used in the domestic environment.
ii) Report wear and tear to the Committee. See Club-Fixture / Events list as issued for contact information. . 
iii) The fox fence control panel in the kitchen must be considered to be “out of bounds” to all members except the general committee.
iv) Wash hands before consuming food. 

3. On and around the green.
i ) Use steps for access and egress.
ii) Use ground sheets when the greens are wet to avoid slipping.
iii) Avoid running on the green.
iv) Avoid standing bowling paraphernalia on the edge of the green. 
v) The fox fence is LIVE, avoid skin contact at all times.
vi) Consider hands to be contaminated until washed. The greens are treated with chemicals throughout the season.
vii) Lone visits. Advise a third party of your whereabouts and carry your mobile phone. Do not lock the 
entrance gate until you leave.

5. Fire Safety.
i) The Maintenance Lead will replace fire extinguishers when required by the display dial. See 6.iii) below.
